Policy for Disbursing Funds

adopted by the Board of Directors

March 13, 2005
Residential Camp Scholarships
1.  Residential Jewish camp scholarships are available to member families with financial need.  Priority will be given to first-time overnight campers.

2.  A request for congregational campership funding is made by submitting a Confidential Application for Camp Scholarship to the Rabbi, Educator, or Youth K-12 Co-chair (adult).  All applications will be forwarded to the Rabbi or, during an extended absence of the Rabbi, to the Educator.

3.  Campership requests will be accepted until February 1 of each year for camp sessions the following summer.  Families will be informed of scholarship decisions within three weeks of the application deadline.  Late applications will be considered on a funds-available basis.

4.  The amount of a Beth Emek scholarship for residential camp will normally not exceed 50% of the cost of a one-week camp session.  Any request for congregational support in excess of 50% of the cost of a one-week camp session must be made concurrently with requests to other funding sources, such as the Union for Reform Judiasm (for URJ camps), the Bureau of Jewish Education, and the Endowment for Jewish Youth.

(a) If the amount of funding requested does not exceed 50% of the cost of a one-week camp session, the Rabbi (or Educator during an extended absence of the Rabbi) is authorized by the Scholarship Committee to evaluate the need and approve the funding request.  The Rabbi (Educator) notifies the synagogue administrator and members of the Scholarship Committee, in writing, of the amount of the scholarship award.  The synagogue administrator issues a check to the camp for the designated amount.

(b) If the amount of funding requested exceeds 50% of the cost of a one-week camp session, the Rabbi (Educator) presents the anonymous request to the Scholarship Committee.  The committee reviews the request, determines and approves the amount to be funded, and approves any additional funds.  The committee notifies the synagogue administrator, who issues a check to the camp for the designated amount.  

5.  The Scholarship Committee is comprised of the following members:  Rabbi (or Educator), VP Youth Education and Programs, and Youth Co-chair (adult).

6.  Details of specific awards will be kept confidential.

Day Camp Scholarships
1.  Jewish day camp scholarships are available to member families with financial need.  Priority will be given to first-time campers.

2.  A request for congregational campership funding is made by submitting a Confidential Application for Camp Scholarship to the Rabbi, Educator, or Youth K-12 Co-chair (adult).  All applications will be forwarded to the Rabbi or, during an extended absence of the Rabbi, to the Educator.

3.  Campership requests will be accepted until May 1 of each year for camp sessions the following summer.  Families will be informed of scholarship decisions within three weeks of the application deadline.  Late applications will be considered on a funds-available basis.

4.  The amount of a Beth Emek scholarship for day camp will normally not exceed 50% of the cost of a one-week camp session.  

(a) If the amount of funding requested does not exceed 50% of the cost of a one-week camp session, the Rabbi (of Educator during an extended absence of the Rabbi) is authorized by the Scholarship Committee to approve the funding request.  The Rabbi (Educator) notifies the synagogue administrator and members of the Scholarship Committee, in writing, of the amount of the scholarship award.  The synagogue administrator issues a check to the camp for the designated amount.

(b) If the amount of funding requested exceeds 50% of the cost of a one-week camp session, the Rabbi (Educator) presents the anonymous request to the Scholarship Committee.  The committee reviews the request, determines and approves the amount to be funded, and approves any additional funds.  The committee notifies the synagogue administrator, who issues a check to the camp for the designated amount.

5.  The Scholarship Committee is comprised of the following members:  Rabbi (or Educator), VP Youth Education and Programs, and Youth Co-chair (adult).

6.  Details of specific awards will be kept confidential.
